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The international panel session to discuss nucle-
ar renaissance and the resultant waste management challenges
covered aspects such as licensing, front-end and back-end is-
sues, socio-economic aspects, technical and political challenges,
and the role of GNEP and regional /multi-national repositories.
France is the exemplar when it comes to nuclear power imple-
mentation; and it is making good progress with siting a geologi-
cal repository. In the UK there is positive reaction in several
communities at the prospect of a new nuclear power station and
with two communities expressing an interest in hosting a geo-
logical disposal facility there is a sense of optimism.

81 sessions and about 200 poster presentations gave
comprehensive and in depth coverage on every aspect of
radioactive waste management.

The financing of operations in USA attracted a lot of atten-
tion. Environmental Management expects to receive $6 billion
from the Recovery Act of 2009, added to the nearly $6 billion in
the Omnibus bill. The focus of work will be on keeping planned
projects on track and using additional resources for “shovel
ready” projects for maximum return on dollars. These priori-
ties will include increasing procurement authority to the sites,
outreach and participation by industry, and a comprehensive
acquisition planning. Good performance measurement plans,
milestone evaluation and more frequent review for challenging
projects are among project planning and execution strategies.

The experience that Radon
Moscow has in radwaste processing, decontamination, reme-
diation of land and sites, and personnel training attracted a lot
of attention from attendees from the United States, the Czech
Republic, Slovakia, the Korea Republic and other countries.

The Exhibition presented products and services nearly
200 companies offer relating to the nuclear industry. Areas of
interest include protective clothing, remote/robotic handling,
hazardous waste storage, transportation, diagnostic instrumen-
tation, engineering design and construction, environmental
laboratories, decontamination and decommissioning, and envi-
ronmental remediation. Considerable interest was given to the
automated spectrometric survey unit used in drawing of maps
of polluted territories; the unit employs a GPS module and is
mounted on an ARGO ATV (all-terrain vehicle).

Delegates stressed that technical solutions will do them
no good if they don’t have the confidence of the public.
Waste decisions also have an important fan base and they
need public confidence in any new regulatory controls re-
garding waste management and disposal.
